Sheboygan South High School Instructional Media Center

The Sheboygan South High School IMC is available for student use during the school day, as
well as before and after school, and also during the lunch hours. This IMC is a research
facility designed to support students’ academic work. The IMC staff encourages students to
use the resources and services to enhance their academic experiences.

What are a few of the services and materials the IMC offers students?

A media specialist is available to assist in research, computer support, and suggesting an
excellent book or magazine.

The IMC houses nearly 24,000 items including printed books, videos/DVD’s, audio books,
magazines, and cds.

The Redwing Lab houses 30 computers. In addition, there are 11 computers available for
student use in the IMC.

The IMC subscribes to 16 on-line databases, in addition to Badgerlink, for student
research.

A photocopier (10 cents per copy), scanner, and color printer are available for student
use.

What is expected of students in the IMC?

Students should enter the IMC with a learning objective.

Students are expected to conduct themselves in a manner that maintains a quality
educational environment that is conducive with reading, studying, and researching.
Students will sit two per table.

Students are required to have their student ID to enter the IMC during their study halls.
This is also required to check out any materials.

No food or beverage is allowed in the IMC.

Use of computers is for academic purposes only according to the SASD user agreement.
Students may not use cell phones in the IMC.

Students may listen to the MP3 players/iPods in the IMC. Loud volume is not permitted.

Procedure for study hall students coming to the IMC during their study hall

Five (5) students per study hall may come to the IMC. These students must arrive in the
IMC within the first five minutes of the hour after the study hall teacher takes attendance
in the classroom. All study hall students should report directly to the library from their
study hall. There should be no stops along the way at lockers or restrooms.

Students who have a study hall and have received an IMC assignment from a teacher
may receive a pass from that teacher, sign out of study hall and report to the IMC within
the first five minutes of the hour. These students are in addition to the five students from a
study hall. Study hall students will only come to the library at the beginning of the hour.
Study hall teachers will not send additional students to the IMC throughout the hour.
Study hall students will sign in when they arrive at the IMC.
